 Director’s Notes
I am fascinated by artists.  The way they see the world, how they interpret the world.  To me our artists are our story-tellers – and are philosophical by nature. An artist’s creative expression can give us an insight to who they are, what they believe in and how they interpret the world in which we live.  

The film combines observational footage and interviews to see how Danny Eastwood confronts life, his recent health concerns, and the broader socio-political Australian landscape through his art.  Danny is also an artist-activist who, through his art classes with inmates, school children and Elders, is giving them more than simply artistic skills.  Perhaps this is what Danny believes the power of art and creative expression to be.

Every fortnight Danny provides an editorial comic for the national Indigenous paper the Koori Mail.  We follow Danny during this 2-week period as he works throughout the community running workshops and in between tries to give some thought to national Indigenous issues as he prepares his comic for the next Koori Mail deadline.

Visually I see this as a film that celebrates an artist, and integrates Danny’s work with interviews and footage of him as he travels and works in the community
